Suligowski, was recently taken from us, and passed away on June 19th, 2008, in N.Y.C.

Through his years of research and Heraldic Artistry, Mr. Suligowski directly influenced and brought their Polish noble & well-known Sulima-Suligowski ancestry bloodline to the attention of his son and the founder of Suligowski’s Regiment, Chevalier Rik Suligowski Fox, many years ago, in Brooklyn N.Y.

Today, they stand before you, the end result of all those years of research. Virtually everything you see today in the United States, of the Polish Winged Hussar cavalry representation and portrayals, was first brought forth & created by his son, Rik, through Mr. Leonard Suligowski, after whom this Living History group was originally named.
